Friction

Thread friction and its scatter range can be reduced if a HELICOIL® is used. The dispersion range can be restricted.
(For example: If the thread friction value pG of a property class 10.9 carbon steel screw, screwed into a tapped nut
thread ranges between 0.12 and 0.18, the uG values range between 0.11 and 0.13 if a coil thread insert is used.)
For a torque-controlled screw tightening application, the screw preload-force can be adjusted more precisely and
the yield point of the screw utilised more efficiently. Simultaneously, the preload force is increased during screw
breakage due to reduced torsional stress.

Drilling

Common twist drills are used.

Notes on diameter and tapped hole depth are given on pages 18 to 27.

Prior to tapping, counter-bore 90° and deburr. Outside diameter of countersink = D, + 0.1 mm.

Tapping

To tap the HELICOIL® Plus holding thread, system-dependent original HELICOIL® taps must be used.
Recommendations for suitable manual and machine taps are given on pages 38 to 41. The trueness to gauge
of the holding thread must be checked with HELICOIL® thread plug limit gauges (see page 42).
